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Instructions

The final test will follow the same format as the weekly quizzes.  Students will download a copy of this test into a word perfect file, answer the questions as required, save the document to the hard drive of their computer and then e-mail their instructor a completed copy of this test to the e-mail address provided in the syllabus.  All questions should be answered ensuring no unanswered questions.  Essay questions should be answered using complete sentences and correct spelling. The test is considered to be an open book/open note test and copying text from books or instructor lecture notes is not allowed.  Students who attempt to do so will receive a zero grade for this assignment.


The test will be a combination of vocabulary, matching, fill in the blank and essay questions.  Each vocabulary, matching and fill in the blank question is worth 2 points a piece and represents 80% of your grade.  The essay questions unlike on the quizzes are mandatory and based on your weekly discussion questions.  You will have four essay questions on the test and must choose two of these questions to answer.  Each answer will be worth 1-10 points apiece depending on the detail of the answer and how well written and represents 20% of your test grade.

4. Was the decision to drop the atom bomb on Hiroshima and Nagasaki the correct decision?  This question asks for your opinion but the opinion should be based on a position you can defend with facts.
